Respondent waived representation by counsel, informal proceedings, notice and
hearing, and agreed to the entry of this Order.

The Board makes the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law.

FINDINGS OF FACT

L. Prior to the institution of Agency proceedings, notice of the matters specified below in these
Findings of Fact was provided to Respondent and Respondent was given an opportunity to
show compliance with all requirements of the law for retention of the license.

2. Respondent waived representation by counsel, informal proceedings, notice and hearing, and
agreed to the entry of this Order.

3. Respondent is currently licensed to practice professional nursing in the State of Texas.

4. Respondent received an Associate Degree in Nursing from Victoria College, Victoria, Texas
on May 11, 2001. Respondent was licensed to practice professional nursing in the State of
Texas on October 9, 2001.

6. On August 31,2001, Respondent was issued a Conditional Order of Eligibility by the Board
of Nurse Examiners for the State of Texas. A copy of the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of
Law, and August 31, 2001, Order of Eligibility is attached and incorporated, by reference,
as part of this Order.

7. On April 19, 2005, Respondent voluntarily surrendered his license to pracﬁce professional
nursing in the State of Texas. A copy of the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and April
19, 2005, Order is attached and incorporated, by reference, as part of this Order.

8. On February 13, 2007, Respondent was issued a Reinstatement Agreed Ordef by the Board
of Nurse Examiners for the State of Texas. A copy of the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of
Law, and February 13, 2007, Order is attached and incorporated, by reference, as part of this
Order.

9. At the time of the initial incident, Respondent was employed as a Registered Nurse with
Citizen’s Medical Center, Victoria, Texas, and had been in this position for eleven (11)
months.

10.  On or about January 29, 2010 and January 31, 2010, while employed as a Registered Nurse
with Citizen's Medical Center, Victoria, Texas, Respondent administered a Heparin Injection
to Patient Medical Record Number 411254 in the upper right arm. Subsequently, the patient
developed a hematoma of the right deltoid. Respondent’s conduct exposed the patient
unnecessarily to a risk of abnormal bleeding which may have contributed to the patient
developing a hematoma.

On or about February 8,2010, while employed as a Registered Nurse with Citizen's Medical
Center. Victoria, Texas, Respondent documented that Patient Medical Record Number
676029 was having an Incision and Drainage of the right axilla on the patient’s pre-operative
checklist, when the Patient was scheduled to have an Incision and Drainage of an abdominal
abscess. Respondent's conduct exposed the patient unnecessarily to a risk of harm in that
subsequent care givers would rely on his documentation to further treat the patient which
could result in clinical complications associated with the patient receiving an inappropriate
procedure.

On or about February 9, 2010, while employed as a Registered Nurse with Citizen's Medical
Center. Victoria, Texas, Respondent removed two (2) Lortab from the Medication
Dispensing System for Patient Medical Record Number 676029, while the patient was in a
unit to which he was not assigned (PACU). Respondent’s conduct was likely to defraud
the patient of the cost of the medication.

On or about February 9, 2010, while employed as a Registered Nurse with Citizen's Medical
Center. Victoria, Texas, Respondent falsely documented that the administration of two (2)
Lortab at 1417 and a pain re-assessment for Patient Medical Record Number 676029.
However, the patient did not return to the unit until 1432. Respondent’s conduct was likely
to injure the patients in that subsequent care givers would rely on his documentation to
further medicate the patients which could result in an overdose.

On or about January 29, 2010, Respondent failed to comply with the Reinstatement Agreed
Order issued to him by the Texas Board of Nursing, on November 12, 2007. His
noncompliance is the result of his failure to comply in all respects with the Nursing Practice
Act. |

Inresponse to Findings of Fact Numbers Ten (10) through Fourteen (14), Respondent states:
“I plead no contest to the above accusations. Iam sorry that this letter is late, but I am in
rehab for 30 days. I pray for y’alls mercy. Ihave had five years prior to relapse.”

Respondent, by his signature to this Order, expresses his desire to voluntanly surrender his
license to practice nursing in the State of Texas. »

The Board policy implementing Rule 213.29 in effect on the date of this Agreed Order
provides discretion by the Executive Director for consideration of conditional reinstatement
after proof of twelve (12) consecutive months of abstinence from alcohol and drugs followed
by licensure limitations/stipulations and/or peer assistance program participation.

The Board finds that there exists serious risks to public health and safety as a result of
impaired nursing care due to chemical dependency.
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. Pursuant to Texas Occupations Code, Sections 301.451-301.555, the Board has Junsdlctlon
over this matter.

2. Notice was served in accordance with law.

3. The evidence received is sufficient to prove violation of Section 301.452(b)(10),&(13),
' Texas Occupations Code, and 22 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §§217.11(1)(A),(C)&(D) and
217.12(4), (10)(B)&(11)(B).

4. The evidence received is sufficient cause pursuant to Section 301.453(a), Texas Occupations
Code, to take disciplinary action against Registered Nurse License Number 681899,
heretofore issued to DOUGLAS GARRET DICKEY, including revocation of Respondent's
license to practice nursing in the State of Texas.

5. Under Section 301.453(c), Texas Occupations Code, the Board has the authority to accept
the voluntary surrender of a license.

6. Under Section 301.453(d), Texas Occupations Code, as amended, the Board may impose
conditions for reinstatement of licensure.

7. Any subsequent reinstatement of this license will be controlled by Section 301.453(d), Texas - |

Occupations Code, and 22 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §213.26-.29, and any amendments thereof
in effect at the time of the reinstatement. -
ORDER

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED and ORDERED that the VOLUNTARY
SURRENDER of Registered Nurse License Number 681899, heretofore issued to DOUGLAS
GARRETT DICKEY, to practice nursing in the State of Texas, is accepted by the Texas Board of
Nursing.

2. RESPONDENT SHALL NOT practice professional nursing, use the title
"registered nurse" or the abbreviation "RN" or wear any insignia identifying
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himself as a registered nurse or use any designation which, directly or
indirectly, would lead any person to believe that RESPONDENT is a
registered nurse during the period in which the license is surrendered.

3. RESPONDENT SHALL NOT petition for reinstatement of licensure until:
one (1) year has elapsed from the date of this Order; and, RESPONDENT has
- obtained objective, verifiable proof of twelve (12) consecutlve months of

’ sobrlety immediately preceding the petition.

4. Upon petitioning for reinstatement, RESPONDENT SHALL satlsfy all then e

first thirty (30) days of inpatient treatment, he chose to remain an additional sixty

(60) days of residential day treatment, even though he could have been released with
medical approval. At this point, Petitioner fully embraced the idea of complete
recovery, which meant a rigorous program of self-discovery and accountability. In
order to provide proof of his sobriety, Petitioner asked to be placed in a drug and

-alcohol monitoring program managed by Southworth Associates. For the first four

(4) months that Petitioner was home, he attended Alcoholics Anonymous meetings
every night. Petitioner has a sponsor who is systematically taking him through the
twelve step program and contacts him on a dailybasis. Petitioner continues to attend
Alcoholics Anonymous meetings several times a week. As Petitioner began to deal
with the reasons of his addictions, he had a renewed zest for living a healthy lifestyle.
He has renewed broken relatlonshlps with his siblings and now enjoys meaningful

interaction with his sisters and nieces and other extended family. As parents, they -

have enjoyed watching a renewed self-confidence and self-esteem help him to set
goals for his future. Petitioner wants to return to his nursing career and eventually
be able to advance his education in that field. - Mr. and Ms. Dickey believe that
Petitioner is physically, mentally, and emotionally ready to be allowed to return to
his nursing career. '

FINDINGS OF FACT

‘. Priorto the institution of Agency proceedings, notice of the matters specified below in fhesg
Findings of Fact was provided to Respondent and Respondent was given an opportunity to
show compliance with all requirements of the law for retention of the license.

2. Respondent waived represen‘tation by counsel, notice and hearing, and agreed to the entry of
this Order.

3. Respondent is currently licensed to practice professional nursing in the State of Texas.

4. Respondent received an Associate Degree in Nursing from Victoria College, Victoria, Texas,

onMay 11,2001. Respondent was licensed to practice professional nursing in the State
of Texas on October 9, 2001.

5. Respondent's -complete professional employment history is unknown.
6. At the time of the initial incident, Respondent was employed as a Staff Nurse in the

Medical/Surgical Department at Central Texas Medical Center, San Marcos, Texas, and had
been in this position for one (1) year and eight (8) months.
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During July 2004, while employed with Central Texas Medical Center, San Marcos, Texas, Respondent
withdrew narcotics from the Pyxis Medication Dispensing System, but failed to cqmpletely document the
administration of the medications in the patient medical records, as follows:

Respondent’s conduct was likely to injure the patients in that subsequent caregivers would rely on his
documentation to further medicate the patients which could result in over-medication.

On or about February 25, 2005, the Board received information that Respondent, on or about January 25,
2005, through January 27, 2005, while employed with Health Force Home Health, Victoria, Texas,
submitted skilled nursing visit notes for seven (7) patients for whom he did not visit. Respondent’s conduct
was likely to injure the patients in that he provided false documentation which subsequent caregivers would
rely on to make decisions regarding the patients’ medical care.

Respondent, by his signature to this Order, expresses his desire to voluntarily surrender his license to
practice professional nursing in the State of Texas.

The Board policy implementing Rule 213.29 in effect on the date of this Agreed Order provides discretion
by the Executive Director for consideration of conditional reinstatement after proof of twelve (12)
consecutive months of abstinence from alcohol and drugs followed by licensure limitations/stipulations
and/or peer assistance program participation.

The Board finds that there exists serious risks to public health and safety as a result of impaired nursing care .
due to intemperate use of controlled substances or chemical dependency.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Pursuant to Texas Occupations Code, Sections 301.451-301.555, the Board has jurisdiction over this matter.

Notice was served in accordance with law.
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3. The evidence recélved is sufficient to prove violations of Section 301.452(b)(10), Texas Occupations Code,
and 22 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §217.12(4) and (20); and 22 TEX ADMIN. CODE $217.12(1)(B)(C) and
(6XA)H), as amended September 28, 2004.

4. The evidence received is sufficient cause pursuant to Section 301.453(d), Texas Occupations Code, to take
disciplinary action against License Number 681899, heretofore issued to DOUGLAS GARRETT DICKEY,
 including revocation of Respondent's professional license to practice nursing in the State of Texas.

5. Under Section 301.453(c), Texas Occupations Code, the Board has the authority to accept the voluntary
surrender of a license.

6. Under Section 301.453(d), Texas Occupations Code, as amended, the Board may impose conditions for
reinstatement of licensure.

7. Any subsequent reinstatement of this license will be controlled by Section 301.453(d), Texas Occupations
Code, and 22 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §213.26-.29, and any amendments thereof in effect at the time of the

reinstatement.
ORDER
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED and ORDERED that the VOLUNTARY SURRENDER of
License Number 681899, heretofore issued to DOUGLAS GARRETT DICKEY, to practice ﬁrofessional nursing
in the State of Texas, is accepted by the Board of Nurse Examiners.

2. RESPONDENT SHALL NOT practice professional nursing, use the title "registered nurse"
or the abbreviation "RN" or wear any insignia identifying himself as a registered nurse or use
any designation which, directly or indirectly, would lead any person to believe that
RESPONDENT is a registered nurse during the period in which the license is surrendered.

3. RESPONDENT SHALL NOT petition for reinstatement of licensure until: one (1) year has |
' elapsed from the date of this Order and, RESPONDENT has obtained objective, verifiable
proof of twelve (12) consecutive months of sobriety immediately precedmg the petition.

4, Upon petmonmg for reinstatement, RESPONDENT SHALL satlsfy all then emstmg
requirements for relicensure.
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IT IS FURTHER AGREED and ORDERED that this Order SHALL be applicable

to Respondent's multistate privilege, if any, to practice professional nursing in the State of Texas.
